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Porch Theft Season is Upon Us:

7 Tips to Outsmart Christmas Criminals &
Avoid Package Theft

1. Have your package(s) shipped to your work address. If

your employer allows it, have your packages sent to work
and keep them off of your porch all together.

2. Enlist the help of your neighbors. If have neighbors or
friends that are usually home during the day, ask if they will
accept your packages and/or keep an eye out for your de-
liveries.

3. Require asignature. Consider requiring a signature so
your package won’t be exposed to thief's.

4. Get technical. Think about investing in low-cost technol-
ogies like light timers, motion censors or doorbell cameras
to protect your deliveries.

5. Take advantage of alternate delivery options/alerts.
Many delivery companies offer lockers that will store your
packages until you are ready to pick them up. Some are
open 24 hours a day. Make sure you pick up your packages
during daytime hours or in a well lit area. Visit these web-
sites to research locations near you:

6. Keep your porch clear and visible. If a thief has no
place to hide, they are less likely to risk being seen on your
porch taking your packages.

7. Invest in a porch lockbox. With porch piracy on the rise,
many manufacturers make lockboxes designed to receive
your packages when you are not home.
