Shoreline Master Program
City’s SMP, adopted in 1972, last update 

in 2013
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Shoreline Jurisdiction

• Major waterbodies and adjacent shorelands
extending 200-feet landward from the ordinary 
high water mark.

• In DuPont, includes Puget Sound, Brackish Marsh 
downstream at end of Sequalitchew Creek and 
lands 200 feet landward of the Ordinary High 
Water mark.

• “Shoreline Setback” is not the same as “Shoreline 
Jurisdiction”.

• Aquatic
• Conservancy

Purpose of SMP Review

• Stay current with changes in laws and rules.
• Remain consistent with Du Pont plans and 

regulations, including updated Critical Area 
Ordinance.

• Respond to changed circumstances, new 
information and improved data.

• Clarify shoreline and critical area permitting 
procedures.
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Updated Shoreline 
Requirements

• Apply to future development.
• Do not apply retroactively to past actions.
• Do not require changes to existing land uses or 

developments.
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What Is Not Changing

• Changes are narrow in scope; consistent with 
Ecology.

• Ecology is not funding any additional scientific 
analysis of shorelines. 

• Most development standards (setbacks, height, 
width, lot coverage, etc.) will remain the same. 

• The changes will not prohibit the residential 
development on any established lot. 
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Summary of Change Review/Action

Ecology amended 
rules to clarify that 
the definition of 
“development” does 
not include 
dismantling or 
removing structures.

Development: A use consisting of the construction or exterior 
alteration of such structures; dredging; drilling; dumping; filling, 
removal of any sand, gravel, or minerals; bulkheading; driving of 
pilings; placing of obstructions; or any project of a permanent or 
temporary nature which interferes with the normal public use of 
the surface of the waters overlying lands subject to this chapter 
at any state of water level. “Development” does not include 
dismantling or removing structures if there is no other associated 
development or re-development.

Update SMP with sample language

Amend section 8.5.3 Exemptions to add 
Requirements to obtain a substantial development permit, 
conditional use permit, variance, letter of exemption, or other 
review to implement the Shoreline Management Act do not 
apply to the following: 
A) Remedial Actions
B) Boatyard improvements to meet NPDES permit requirements
C) WSDOT facility maintenance and safety improvements
D) Projects in accordance with the terms and provisions of an 

environmental excellence program agreement pursuant to 
RWC 90.58.045.

E) Projects authorized through the Energy Facility Site 
Evaluation Council process, pursuant to chapter 80.50 RCW.
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2019 SMP Amendments
Summary of Change Review/Action

Ecology clarified the 
SMA does not apply 
to lands under 
exclusive federal 
jurisdiction

There are no lands with exclusive federal jurisdiction in city limits 
which are within SMA jurisdiction.

No action necessary per revised WAC 173-22-070, see WSR 17-
17-016. The SMP is silent to this and as there are no lands under 
federal jurisdiction in the City, this clarification seems 
unnecessary.

Update chapter 5.2 Environmental and Critical Areas to reference 
Critical Area Ordinance as codified by the Du Pont Municipal

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Future Changes

• The periodic update is largely procedural in 
nature, the City intends to meet the minimum 
requirements as part of this periodic review to 
comply with state law.
