1. Contractor shall verify all dimensions, elevations, and utilities prior to commencing installation.

3.No substitutions of materials without approval by NorthPoint Development.
4.Installation shall conform to all local, state, and federal regulations.
5.Contractor to verify water pressure.
6.Contractor shall design irrigation system and provide NorthPoint Development a copy for review prior to installation. ;
7.Contractor shall provide an as—built drawing of the irrigation system prior to NorthPoint accepting the irrigation system. I
8.Contractor shall adjust heads to provide complete coverage with minimal over spray on paved areas. Overspray on building, walls, sidewalks, and fences is not acceptable.
9.Contractor shall review operating instructions with NorthPoint Development.
10. Velocities in pipe shall not exceed 5 f/p/s.
11. Heads shall be located 3—4” from back of curb.
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
